Police at any time. For non-emergency assistance, call 631-5555 24 hours, seven days a week.

OFF CAMPUS CRIME:  Report off-campus crimes to police in the jurisdiction where the offense happened.  If
you or someone you know needs assistance in reporting a crime to another police agency, contact Notre Dame
Security Police anytime at 631-5555.

NOTRE DAME STUDENT VICTIMS OF RAPE OR SEXUAL ASSAULT:  If you or someone you know
has been sexually assaulted, you can contact Notre Dame Security Police for police assistance and/or for referral to
other services either at the University or in the South Bend Community.
